Bid Board Rules:
• All bids must be raised by a minimum of $3.
• A “last bid” announcement will be made for all final bids.  
• The highest bid will be awarded the item.

Classroom Baskets Rules:
• You must raise bids by a minimum of $5.
• A “last bid” announcement will be made the same as Bid Boards.

Chinese Auction Rules:
• You may choose as many lines as you would like.
• You can choose which line you would like to put your bidder number 

on.  
• Each signature represents an obligation to pay the amount stated on 

the bid sheet regardless of whether or not you win that item.  
• You must pay for every line you sign.

Teacher Boxes Rules:
•    The child’s name entered must be a current student of that teacher’s 

box.
• You can purchase as many entries as you wish.

Verbal Auction Rules:
• To bid, the participant holds their hand up until being acknowledged 

by the auctioneer or spotters.
